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Introduction to the host school 
 
Zrínyi Miklós Secondary Grammar School 

Zrínyi Miklós Secondary Grammar 
School is located at 30 Rákóczi 
Street and is the oldest secondary 
school of the town. Károly 
Kovács, the mayor of Zalaegerszeg 
opened it on 17th March in 1895. 
During the First and Second World 
War it functioned as a military 
hospital. In 1923 the school was 
named after Ferenc Deák, a wit of 
the country. The grammar school 
celebrated its centenary in 1996 
when a bust depicting Ferenc Deák 
was set in front of the building. 
Another bust, standing opposite 
the other one, portrays the poet 
and General Zrínyi Miklós, who is 
the denominator of the school. 
The grammar school is a nice 
three-storey building which was 
built in the eclectic style with 

classicist elements. On the facade there is a tympanum with an inscription of 
Millennium and the date of the inauguration in Roman numbers.  

There are specialized classes of English, German and Math. Many different 
kinds of study groups run at the school, for example: basketball, handball, 
diving, computer science, drama, film club, Russian, and French.  

Next to our school you can find Csány László Secondary Technical school. 
Opposite the grammar school, the oldest house of Zalaegerszeg can be 
found. Here stands a statue erected in 1935 commemorating the martyrs of 
the 48th Imperial and Royal Infantry Regiment. It portrays Sándor Petõfi, one 
of the most popular Hungarian poets who took part in the revolution of 
1848, and a Hungarian soldier who is just about to throw his hand grenade 
with a flag in the background. 

At present, 676 students attend the school and 47 teachers teach there.
